Arosa Bear Sanctuary 

Switzerland’s first centre for bear protection opened in August 2018. In 
addition to the visitors’ platform, there is a ‘bear’ mini-golf course and 
the ‘bear school’ experience playground. The Arosa Bear Sanctuary 
offers fun activities for the whole family. In cooperation with the animal 
rights organisation of VIER PFOTEN (four paws) the foundation of 
Arosa Bären managed to create an innovative and sustainable animal 
protection project. Napa is the first of five bears to have taken up 
residency at the Arosa Bear Sanctuary. He was Serbia’s last circus 
bear and had been rescued from his miserable enclosure by VIER 
PFOTEN in 2016. Today, Napa is enjoying his new home in Arosa and 
in spring 2019 he will be joined by new members of the bear gang.

Get on the trails in November at the Lenzerheide Biathlon Arena 

The 2018/19 cross-country and biathlon season will open on  
1 November 2018 at the Lenzerheide Biathlon Arena. A 1.5 to 2 km-
long trail will be prepared for skaters and classic cross-country skiers, 
together with all shooting ranges. The early opening is made possible 
by the permanent snow factory.  

Two-hourly biathlon introductory courses will be offered at the Biathlon 
Arena every Tuesday and Saturday from mid-December until the end 
of March.

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Snow sports area Arosa Lenzerheide 
 
The snow sports area Arosa Lenzerheide promises 225 km of prepared slopes up to 2,865 m above 
sea level. Wide descents which call for large radius turns or steep hills that fully test the grip of your 
skis make the heart of every winter sport athlete beat faster.  
 
The Urdenbahn cable car, the fastest aerial tramway of Switzerland, transports its guests between the 
Arosa Hörnli and the Urdenfürggli within three minutes. Since the opening of the Obertor chair lift, our 
snow sports experience from Piz Scalottas to the Arosa Weisshorn is simply perfect. Guests have the 
choice of a wide range of slopes for every level.  
 
The pistes of Arosa overlook an extensive sun terrace, surrounded by idyllic mountain scenery. At 
the end of the Schanfigg valley and free of any transit traffic, Arosa offers fun on the slopes for every 
level. Be it the challenging descents with a fantastic view from the Weisshorn peak, or the panoramic 
and delightful slopes on the relax-mountain Brüggerhorn where you can find lounge islands to enjoy the 
sun all along the slopes.  
 
Adrenalin junkies get their kicks while testing their maximum speed at the Helly Hansen High Speed on 
the Tschuggen hill. One of the Arosa Lenzerheide highlights is the extensive network of winter hiking 
trails. It leads winter hikers right through the winter sports area and allows for lingering at the serviced 
mountain cabins and for ending the day relaxing in a deckchair. 
 
Lenzerheide offers its guests two sides of the valley. On the Heidbüel/Scalottas side the sun tempts 
to enjoy its first beams early in the morning. Between Piz Scalottas and the Stätzerhorn you can find the 
Swisscom Skimovie race track, the fun slope and the JibArea Stätz, two family slopes, the kids land 
Auarara for children and much more.  
 
The ‘Silvano Beltrametti’ world cup track is not the only superlative snow sports attraction on the 
Rothorn/Motta side. In the morning the slopes offer a good grip and plenty of space for racy turns. The 
Rothorn peak at 2,865 m above sea level allows for a 360˚ panoramic view across 1001 mountain 
summits.

Under the motto ‘First-minute deal’, Arosa Lenzerheide for the first time 
offered dynamic prices on ski tickets last winter. The discounts offered 
on tickets change according to the day of the week and the season, 
but the volumes are fixed. The earlier guests book their snow sports 
ticket, the better the deal. For once, the focus does not fall on guests 
making a last-minute decision, but on everybody who plans a day of 
snow sports well in advance or who wishes to book their snow sports 
ticket at the same time as booking their winter holiday.
